Donut Slide

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Start with a block of basswood 2-1/2" x 2-1/2" x 7/8".  Drill the 3/4" hole in the center, and mark the outside circle on the blank.

Cut the donut to shape using a band saw, coping saw, or scroll saw.  Round the donut to a ring shape.  Mark a wavy line along the outer and inner part of the donut, for the frosting line.  Whittle down the bottom part of the donut about 1/16 of an inch.  Sand the donut well, and round the edges of the frosting.  Attach a loop to the back of the donut, using either a wooden loop, or a loop made from a metal rod.
Paint the donut as desired, either "chocolate" or "vanilla" frosting.  For the "sprinkles", strip some insulation off of some thin wire, (red, green, yellow, orange, blue, brown and white), and cut it into 3/16" pieces.  Glue the sprinkles onto the donut using a clear silicone glue.  Finish with a couple of coats of clear spray.
Be sure to put your initials and the date on the back of the slide.

I made one of each "flavor" to wear with different colored neckerchiefs.  What flavor will yours be?   -MW
