S'mores Slide

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Graham Crackers, Chocolate, and a Toasted Marshmallow - everyone loves S'mores around the campfire.  Here's one you can wear.
You'll need some soft wood such as basswood or pine in 1/8", 1/4", and 5/8" thicknesses to make your S'more.  The graham crackers are 1/8" thick and 2" square.  The chocolate piece is 1/4" thick and 1-7/8" square, and the marshmallow is 5/8" thick and 1-3/4 " in diameter.

Make the "dimples" in the graham crackers using a countersink, and then round off the edges to make the "dimples" edges softer, as shown in the drawing.  Slightly round the corners and edges of the graham crackers.
Bevel the edges of the chocolate, and round the edges slightly.  Whittle and sand the marshmallow to shape.  Sand the pieces, and paint them before you glue the slide together - the marshmallow is white, with a golden brown edge.  The chocolate piece is dark brown, and the graham crackers are a light brown.  If you like, get the right colors from a real s'more.
After the glue has dried, carefully drill a 3/4" hole as shown.  Note that on my slide, the center of the 3/4" hole is 3/4" from the edge.   Sand the hole, and then touch up the paint.  Give the entire slide a couple of coats of clear spray. -MW
