Buttered Toast Slide

It looks good enough to eat, and doesn't get much easier than this.
Cut a 1/4" piece of basswood or other soft wood to the shape shown in the drawing.  Sand the edges and faces smooth and round the edges slightly.  Stain the slide a nice shade of golden brown, or paint it.  When the stain or paint is dry. paint the crust a slightly darker shade of brown.  Make the pat of butter out of a small square of basswood about 3/8" square and about 1/16" thick.  Round the corners and edges slightly to make it look partly melted.  Paint the pat of butter bright yellow.  Puddle some yellow paint on the toast to look like melted butter, and place the pat of butter in it before it dries.  Allow the slice to dry completely before giving it a coat or 2 of clear spray.  Glue a 3/4" loop of your choice on the back.  Be sure to initial and date your slide.              -MW
