Watermelon Slide

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This slide is just right for summer.  It only takes two small pieces of wood to make.  Start with a block of wood 3" X 1-1/4" X 3/4".  I used maple so that the thin top edge would not be easily damaged.
Cut the side profile.  Sand the bottom and the "bite".  Mark a line down the middle of  the flat top side, and whittle or sand the sides down to the line, making the slice into a triangle-shaped wedge.

Cut a piece of wood 1-3/4" X 7/8" x 3/8" to to form the loop.  Cut a 3/8" X 1-1/4" hole in the loop.  Bevel the side of the loop where it meets the slide, as shown in the drawing.
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Paint the watermelon slice (no need to tell you what colors, is there?), and glue the loop to the back.  Finish with several coats of clear spray.  Be sure to write your initials and the date on your slide.  -MW
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
